The state has a low drug death
rate at 7.5 per 100,000 females
aged 15 to 44 (3rd).

It has room for improvement in
home health visits and prenatal
care; both are ranked 36th.

For children, Hawaii ranks 2nd in
both health insurance coverage
and adequate health insurance,
but ranks 48th and 50th in
homeless family households and
water fluoridation, respectively.
