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Definition: Adult males who con-
sume five or more drinks on one
occasion, or adult females who con-
sume four or more drinks on one
occasion.’

In 2010, the prevalence of binge
drinking among men was twice that
of women, in Hawaii and the United
States. Binge drinkers were 14
times more likely to report alcohol-
impaired driving than non-binge
drinkers.!

Nationally, in 2010, the prevalence
and intensity of binge drinking was
highest among persons age 18-34
years, but the frequency of binge
drinking was highest among binge
drinkers aged 265 years.2
