74% of all traffic fatalities in Hawaii in 2011 involved 15 to 20 year old drivers with BAC> 0.01.

In 2011, 12 deaths were attributed to alcohol among Hawaii adolescents (under 21).

In 2010, there were 141 minors found in possession (MIP) by State law enforcement agencies.*
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
